Although attending prom is something 
everyone has on their to-do list, many 
people don’ t realize what a headache 
preparing for prom can be. Aside from 
the obvious—dresses, shoes, tuxes—
there are many other elements that must 
come together in order to have a happy, 
fun, and safe prom night.  If you’re 
going to prom, consider the following 
items and plan accordingly: 

 
Several Months Before:�
Dress – Start to get ideas of what type 
of dress you would like to buy.

Start 
wearing your prom shoes around the 
house to break them in. The more 

comfortable they are, the less your feet 
will hurt by the end of the evening. 
Two weeks before the prom: 
Corsages and Boutonniere – Order 
matching corsages and boutonnieres. 
Confirm all appointments – You don’ t 
need any surprise cancellations to ruin 
your evening.

Hair  – Go to the beauty shop to have 
your hair done in a formal hairstyle. 
Nails – Get a manicure
